COMMITTEE AMENDMENT “      ” to S.P. 725, L.D. 1811, Bill, “An Act To 9 

Appropriate and Allocate Funds To Strengthen the State's Efforts To Investigate, 10 

Prosecute and Punish Persons Committing Drug Crimes” 11 

Amend the bill by striking out everything after the enacting clause and before the 12 

summary and inserting the following: 13 

'Sec. 1.  4 MRSA §157, sub-§1, ¶A, as amended by PL 2005, c. 519, Pt. III, §2, is 14 

further amended to read: 15 

A.  The Governor, subject to review by the joint standing committee of the 16 

Legislature having jurisdiction over judiciary matters and to confirmation by the 17 

Legislature, shall appoint to the District Court 36 40 judges.  At least one judge must 18 

be appointed from each district who is a resident of a county in which the district lies, 19 

except that in District 3 there must be 2 judges appointed who are residents of a 20 

county in which the district lies; in District 6 there must be 2 judges appointed who 21 

are residents of a county in which the district lies; and in District 9 there must be 2 22 

judges appointed who are residents of a county in which the district lies.  Four judges 23 

must be appointed to the District Court and assigned in a manner that ensures 24 

geographic distribution and the ability of the court to address drug-related criminal 25 

matters expeditiously.  Each District Court Judge has a term of office of 7 years. 26 

To be eligible for appointment as a District Judge, a person must be a member of the 27 

bar of the State.  The term "District Judge" includes the Chief Judge and Deputy 28 

Chief Judge. 29
