HOUSE AMENDMENT “  ”to H.P. 1217, L.D. 1702, Bill, “An Act To Enhance
the Administration of the Maine Human Rights Act”

Amend the bill by striking out all of sections 1 and 2 and inserting the following:

'Sec. 1. 5 MRSA §4566, sub-§3, as amended by PL 1985, c. 785, Pt. B, §36, is
further amended to read:

3. Personnel. To appoint a full-time executive seeretary director and counsel to the
commission, not subject to the Civil Service Law, and determine their remuneration; and
to appoint, subject to the Civil Service Law, other personnel including, but not limited to,
investigators, attorneys, compliance personnel and secretaries, as it shall deem necessary
to effectuate the purposes of this Act;'

Amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or
section number to read consecutively.

SUMMARY

This amendment removes language regarding the construction of the Maine Human
Rights Act and the interpretation of rules of the Maine Human Rights Commission, and
removes authorization for the appointment or hiring of additional commission personnel.
