§1125-A.  Participating candidate and political action committees 11 

A participating candidate who is running for State Senator or State Representative 12 

and who is a principal officer of a political action committee that receives contributions 13 

and makes expenditures for the purpose of promoting the election or defeat of another 14 

candidate shall remit 25% of the funds received by the political action committee to the 15 

commission for deposit to the fund.  Deposits to the fund from participating candidates as 16 

required by this section are limited to $5,000 from a participating candidate who is 17 

running for State Senator and $1,000 from a participating candidate who is running for 18 
State Representative. 19 

SUMMARY 20 

This bill requires a candidate for the Senate or House who is a participating candidate 21 

in the Maine Clean Election Act and a principal officer of a political action committee 22 

established for the purpose of promoting the election or defeat of another candidate to 23 

deposit a percentage of the contributions received by the political action committee to the 24 

Maine Clean Election Fund. Deposits to the fund are capped at $5,000 for Senate 25 
candidates and $1,000 for House candidates. 26
