PRESIDENTIAL PRIMARY ELECTIONS 16 

§431.  Determination and date of primary; voter eligibility 17 

1.  Determination of primary.  Whenever the state committee of a party certifies 18 

that there is a contest among candidates for nomination as the presidential candidate of 19 

the party and that the committee has voted to conduct a presidential primary election, the 20 
State shall hold a presidential primary election. 21 

2.  Date of primary.  A presidential primary election held pursuant to subsection 1 22 

may not be held earlier than January 1st of the year in which the presidential election is 23 

held.  The date of the presidential primary election must be chosen in the following 24 

manner. 25 

A.  If certification is made pursuant to subsection 1 for only one party and that party 26 

chooses a date for the presidential primary election, the State shall hold the election 27 

on that date.  The party shall deliver to the Secretary of State notification of the 28 

chosen date by December 1st of the year prior to the presidential election year.

B.  If certification is made pursuant to subsection 1 for more than one party and those 30 

parties agree by November 1st of the year prior to the presidential election year to 31 

one date, the State shall hold the presidential primary election on that agreed-upon 32 

date. 33 

C.  If a party does not choose a date pursuant to paragraph A or there is no agreement 34 

on a date pursuant to paragraph B, the State shall hold the presidential primary 35 
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election on the first Tuesday after the presidential primary election in New 1 

Hampshire, unless that primary occurs in the preceding calendar year, in which case 2 

the election must be held on the first Tuesday in March. 3 

§432.  Party certification 4 

The state committee of a party shall file the certification described in section 431, 5 

subsection 1 with the Secretary of State by December 1st of the year prior to the 6 
presidential election year.

1.  Statement of contest.  A statement that there is a contest among candidates for 8

§434.  Ballot preparation; candidate eligibility 20 

The Secretary of State shall prepare ballots for a presidential primary election under 21

1.  Petitions.  A ballot must include the name of a person who files with the Secretary 23 

of State a petition in accordance with section 433.  The Secretary of State shall determine 24 

if a petition meets the requirements of sections 335, 336 and 433, subject to challenge and 25 
appeal under section 337. 26 

2.  Secretary of State determination.  The following provisions govern the 27 

Secretary of State's selection of presidential candidates to appear on the ballot. 28 

A.  A ballot must include the name of a person who is a member of a party that has 29 

qualified under subchapter 1 and who has been determined by the Secretary of State, 30 

in the Secretary of State's sole discretion, to be generally advocated or recognized as 31 

a presidential candidate of nationwide stature in the national news media throughout 32 

the United States.

1.  Proportional allocation.  Delegates to the national convention must be allocated 18 

in proportion with the candidate votes and the uncommitted votes cast in the presidential 19 
primary election of the party.

A.  A candidate receiving 10% or more of the total vote, including candidate votes 21 

and uncommitted votes, is allocated a share of delegates that approaches, as closely 22 

as possible, the candidate's respective share of the total vote. 23 

B.  The percentages of votes attributable to candidates receiving less than 10% of the 24 

total vote, including candidate votes and uncommitted votes, must be added to the 25 

total percentage of uncommitted votes for the purpose of allocating delegates. 26 

2.  Uncommitted delegates.  A delegate selected as an uncommitted delegate may 27 

support any presidential candidate at any time and may change support for this candidate 28 
in the delegate's sole discretion. 29 

3.  Committed delegates.  A delegate selected for a particular presidential candidate 30 

according to the proportional allocation specified by this section shall vote for that 31 

candidate on the first ballot at the national presidential nominating convention, unless the 32 

state committee of the party affirmatively votes to follow another procedure or the 33 

candidate for whom a particular delegate is selected specifically withdraws, as verified by 34 

the chair of the national party, from consideration for the presidential nomination at any 35 

time before the first ballot at the national presidential nominating convention. 36 

§436.  Cost borne by State 37 

Whenever a municipality complies with the provisions of this subchapter, the State 38 

shall bear the cost incurred.

2.  Procedures.  The following procedures are used to determine the winner in an 21 

election subject to this section. 22 

A.  The first choice marked on each ballot must be counted initially by the election 23 

officials.  The ballot count is the same as the count that would occur if voters 24 

participated in a series of run-off elections, with the candidate with the fewest votes 25 

eliminated after each round of counting. 26 

B.  In every round of counting, each ballot is counted as one vote for that ballot's 27 

highest-ranked advancing candidate.  For the purposes of this paragraph, "advancing 28 

candidate" means a candidate who has not been eliminated.  If more than 2 candidates 29 

have received votes after the initial round of counting, the Secretary of State shall 30 

conduct an instant run-off round.  In this instant run-off round, the Secretary of State 31 

shall eliminate the candidate with the fewest votes.  A ballot that ranks this 32 

eliminated candidate as the highest-ranked candidate must be counted as a vote for 33 

the highest-ranked advancing candidate on that ballot.  This process of counting votes 34 

and eliminating the candidate with the fewest votes must continue until 2 candidates 35 

remain.  The candidate with the most votes must be declared the winner. 36 

C.  If a ballot has no more available choices ranked on it, that ballot must be declared 37 

exhausted.  A ballot that skips one number must be counted for that voter's next 38 

clearly indicated choice, but a ballot that skips more than one number must be 39 

declared exhausted when this skipping of numbers is reached.  A ballot with the same 40 
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number for 2 or more candidates must be declared exhausted when these double 1 

numbers are reached. 2 

D.  For ties between candidates occurring at any stage in the tabulation, 3 

determinations must be made based on whomever was credited with the most votes at 4 

the previous stage of tabulation.  In the case of any tie to which a previous stage does 5 

not apply, the tie must be resolved in accordance with the general election laws of the 6 

State. 7 

3.  Change of voting method.  The legislative body of a municipality or election 8 

authorities may provide for the use of mechanical, electronic or other devices for 9 

marking, sorting and counting the ballots and tabulating the results and may modify the 10 

form of the ballots, the directions to voters and the details with respect to the method of 11 

marking, sorting, counting, invalidating and retaining ballots and the tabulating and 12 

recounting of votes, as long as no change is made that alters the intent or principles 13 
embodied in this section. 14 

4.  Modification of instant run-off voting method ballot and count.  Modification 15 

of an instant run-off voting method ballot and count is permitted in accordance with this 16 
subsection.

SUMMARY 18 

This bill amends the election laws to create a nonpartisan primary process. 19 

The bill amends the presidential nomination process in the State.  The bill requires 20 

the State to hold a presidential primary election if the state committee of a political party 21 

certifies that there is a contest among candidates for nomination as the presidential 22 

candidate of the party and that the committee has voted to conduct a presidential primary 23 

election.  Under the bill, delegates to the national convention must be allocated in 24 

proportion with the candidate votes and the uncommitted votes cast in the presidential 25 

primary election of the party unless party rules provide otherwise. 26 

The bill creates an instant run-off voting method of determining winners in elections 27 

for President of the United States, United States Senator, Representative to Congress, 28 

Governor, State Senator and State Representative beginning in 2014.  The method 29 

simulates the ballot counts that would occur if all voters participated in a series of run-off 30 

elections and allows a voter to rank candidates according to that voter's preferences.  31 

Each voter has only one vote and the ballot count is the same as would occur if voters 32 

participated in a series of run-off elections, with the candidate with the fewest votes 33 

eliminated after each round of counting. 34 

There is an initial round of counting.  If more than 2 candidates have received votes 35 

after the initial round, the Secretary of State conducts an instant run-off round.  In this 36 

instant run-off round, the Secretary of State eliminates the candidate with the fewest 37 

votes. A ballot that ranks this eliminated candidate as the highest-ranked candidate is 38 

counted as a vote for the highest-ranked advancing candidate on that ballot.  An 39 
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advancing candidate is a candidate who has not been eliminated.  This process of 1 

counting votes and eliminating the candidate with the fewest votes continues until 2 2 

candidates remain.  The candidate with the most votes is declared the winner. 3 

The bill also removes the requirement that a voter must file an application to change 4 

party enrollment prior to January 1st to be eligible to file a petition as a candidate in that 5 
election year. 6
