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Sec. 1. Maine Turnpike exits study. Resolved: That the Maine Turnpike
Authority shall conduct a study to evaluate the potential economic development effects of
adding exits to the Maine Turnpike.

Sec. 2. Report. Resolved: That, by December 6, 2023, the Maine Turnpike
Authority shall submit a report based on its evaluation in section 1 for presentation to the
Second Regular Session of the 131st Legislature.
