COMMITTEE AMENDMENT “  ” to S.P. 185, L.D. 816, “An Act To Improve
Communication between School Boards and Educators by Requiring Notice of Discussion
of Labor Matters”

Amend the bill by striking out the title and substituting the following:

'An Act To Improve Communication between School Board Members and School
Employees and Members of the Public'

Amend the bill by striking out everything after the enacting clause and inserting the
following:

'Sec. 1. 20-A MRSA §1001, sub-§21 is enacted to read:

21. Communication with school employees and the public. A school board shall

regularly communicate with school employees in the school board's school administrative
unit and members of the public who reside within the boundaries of the school

administrative unit.'

Amend the bill by relettering or renumbering any nonconsecutive Part letter or section
number to read consecutively.

SUMMARY

This amendment, which is the majority report of the committee, strikes and replaces
the bill. The amendment provides that a school board must regularly communicate with
school employees in the school board's school administrative unit and members of the
public who reside within the boundaries of the school administrative unit.
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
