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Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:
Sec. 1.36 MRSA 8584B is enacted to read:

8584B. Increase in valuation

If the State Tax Assessor increases the valuation of a parcel of land subject to the
provisions of this subchapter, wih 90 days the State Tax Assessor shall send the
landowner notice of the increase in valuation. If an increase in valuation of a parcel of
land under this section results in_an increase in taxes under this subchapter and notice
under this section is sentithin 90 days of when the increased taxes are due, the
ODQGRZQHU VKDOO SD\ E\ WKH GXH GDWH DQ DPRXQW HTX
this subchapter and may pay the amount of taxes equal to the increase in taxes from the
prior tax year within 9@ays of the date of the notice.

SUMMARY

This bill requires the State Tax Assessor, if the State Tax Assessor increases the
valuation of a parcel of property under the Maine Tree Growth Tax Law, to notify the
landowner of the increase within 90 days of dleéermination. If notice is sent within 90
days of when the taxes on the parcel are due and the increase in valuation results in an
increase in taxes on the parcel, the landowner has 90 days from the date of the notice to
pay the amount representing therease.
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
