An Act Regarding Examinations and Applications for Professional Engineers
and Engineer-interns

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:

Sec. 1. 32 MRSA §1352-A, first 9, as amended by PL 2005, c. 315, §20, is further
amended to read:

To be eligible for licensure as a professional engineer, an applicant must submit 5
references with the application for licensure as a professional engineer, 3 of which must be
from licensed professional engineers from this State or another state, territory or possession
of the United States, District of Columbia or any foreign country having personal
knowledge of the applicant's engineering experience. To be eligible for certification as an
engineer-intern, an applicant must submit 3 eharaeter references with the application for
certification. Each applicant shall demonstrate that the applicant is trustworthy and
competent to engage in the practice of professional engineering in such a manner as to
safeguard the interests of the public.

Sec. 2. 32 MRSA §1353, first 9, as amended by PL 2013, c. 296, §4, is further
amended to read:

Application for licensure as a professional engineer or certification as an engineer-
intern must be made on a form prescribed and-furnished by the board, contain statements
made under oath showing the applicant's education and a detailed summary of the
applicant's technical experience and contain references as set forth in section 1352-A, none
of which may be from members of the board. An applicant who fails to complete the
application process within 5 years must reapply to the board, meet qualification
requirements that are in effect at the time of the new application and submit updated
documentation of engineering work experience. An applicant reapplying for licensure as a
professional engineer must submit 5 references, 3 of which must be from licensed
professional engineers as set forth in section 1352-A and be current at the time of the new
application. An applicant reapplying for certification as an engineer-intern must submit 3
references that are current at the time of the new application. An application fee may be
established by rule by the board in an amount that is reasonable and necessary for its

purpose.
