For years I coached both boys and girls in track. Many young women could hold their
own with the males, no one was second-guessing their gender. Locker rooms - it was 
a rare adolescent who paraded naked in front of of their team mates. Uncomfortable! 
Who are we to judge how another chooses to live. 
Please reject all of these cruel bills.
