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Thank you for the opportunity to submit this testimony in opposition to LD 1432 
today.  My name is Lisa Belanger and I am a resident of North Yarmouth.  My 
community was particularly targeted and students unnecessarily harmed by the 
rhetoric maligning transgender athletes.
