Hamill and I am a nurse living in Gray. I am writing in opposition of bill LD 1002.
My teenagers have grown up with transgender and nonbinary kids, who are among 
the dearest of their friends. As a parent of teenagers, I am deeply invested in the 
wellbeing of all of our children, and this investment is not conditional upon the 
children’s identities.  This bill discriminates against vulnerable young populations, 
and I would feel ashamed to live in a state that treated some of its youth in this 
manner.   Mainers have a long, proud tradition of independence and freedom to live as
we are.  Let us continue to uphold that tradition for all of our people.
