THE PRESIDENT: The Chair recognizes the 
Senator from Penobscot, Senator Pearson. 

Senator PEARSON: Mr. President, Men and Women 
of the Senate. This does for the Penobscot Nation, 
the same as the previous Amendment did for the 
Passamaquoddy Tribe. It allows them to continue to 
be able to purchase land that we promised would be 
available for them to purchase, if they could find a 
willing seller. It allows them to continue what they 
have been promised that they could do, under Federal 
Legislation, State Legislation and Tribal approval, 
under the Indian Land Claims Settlement Act. 
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It allows them to continue to be able to purchase 
land, specifically in the Bottle Lake area, that is 
now being considered for a nuclear high level 
repository, both in Hancock, Washington and Penobscot 
Counties. It will be Tabled after the induction of 
this Amendment, pending the approval of the Tribal 
State Commission. It is our promise to keep our 
word, just as we expect the Federal Government will 
keep their word.
