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§753.  Special warehouse facility licensee to keep records
1.  Records to be kept.  A licensee operating a special warehouse storage facility within the State 

shall keep complete records concerning all transactions conducted at the special warehouse storage 
facility.  The records must show:

A.  The date and amounts of all liquor received and from whom they were received; and  [PL 1987,

B.  The dates and amounts of all liquor shipped or withdrawn and the name of the person for whom 
the liquor was shipped or withdrawn.
