§1328. Interstate operations of out-of-state foreign banks

1. Establishment. An out-of-state foreign bank may establish a branch or agency in this State in
accordance with the procedures set forth in section 373, subsection 3. The establishment of that branch
or agency may be de novo or through merger, acquisition or other consolidation.
