Emer gency preamble. Wher eas, acts and resolves of the L egislature do not become effective
until 90 days after adjournment unless enacted as emergencies, and

Wher eas, thetraining of elected officials pursuant to the Maine Revised Statutes, Title 1, section
412 must begin July 1, 2008, and that law needs clarification; and

Wher eas, inthejudgment of the Legislature, these facts create an emergency within the meaning
of the Constitution of Maine and require the following legislation as immediately necessary for the
preservation of the public peace, health and safety; now, therefore,

Beit enacted by the People of the State of Maine asfollows:
Sec. 1. 1 MRSA 8411, sub-86, 1D, asenacted by PL 2005, c. 631, &1, is amended to read:

D. Shall serve as aresource to support training and education about the freedom of access laws.
Although each agency is responsible for training for the specific records and meetings pertaining
to that agency's mission, the advisory committee shall provide core resources for the training, share
best practices experiences and support the establishment and maintenance of online training as
well as written question-and-answer summaries about specific topics. The advisory committee shall
recommend a process for collecting the training completion records required under section 412,
subsection 3 and for making that information publicly available;

Sec. 2. 1 MRSA 8412, asenacted by PL 2007, c. 349, 81, is amended to read:

8 412. Public records and proceedingstraining for certain elected officials

1. Training required. Beginning July 1, 2008, an elected official subject to this section
shall complete a course of training on the requirements of this chapter relating to public records and
proceedings. The official shall complete the training not later than the 120th day after the date the el ected
official takes the oath of office to assume the person's duties as an elected official. For elected officials
subject to this section serving in office on July 1, 2008, the training required by this section must be
completed by November 1, 2008.
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2. Tralnlng cour s mlnlmum reqUIrements Thetraining course under subsection 1 must
advis ini designed to be completed by an official in
less than 2 hours At aminimum, the tra| ning must incl ude instruction in:

A. The general legal requirements of this chapter regarding public records and public proceedings;

B. Procedures and requirements regarding complying with a request for a public record under this
chapter; and

C. Penalties and other consequences for failure to comply with this chapter.

An elected official meets the training requirements of this section by conducting a thorough review of
al the information made available by the State on a publicly accessible website pursuant to section 411,
subsection 6, paragraph C regarding specific guidance on how amember of the public can usethelaw to be
abetter informed and active participant in open government. To meet the requirements of this subsection,
any other training course must include al of this information and may include additional information.

3. Certification of completion. Upon completion of the training course required under
subsection 1, the elected official shall sendmake a written or an electronic netification-to-the-advisory
eemmitteerecord attesti ng to thefact that the traini ng has been compl eted iFheadvreerLeemmHteeehaH

must |dent|fv thetral ning completed and the date of compl etion. The elected official shall keep therecord

or fileit with the public entity to which the official was elected.

4. Application. This section applies to the following elected officials:

A. The Governor;
B. The Attorney General, Secretary of State, Treasurer of State and State Auditor;
C. Members of the Legidature elected after November 1, 2008; and

E. Commissioners, treasurers, district attorneys, sheriffs, registers of deeds, reqgisters of probate and

budget committee members of county governments;

F. Municipal officers, clerks, treasurers, assessors and budget committee members of municipal
governments,

G. Officials of school units and school boards; and

H. Officials of aregiona or other political subdivision who, as part of the duties of their offices,
exercise executive or legidative powers. For the purposes of this paragraph, "regional or other
political subdivision" means an administrative entity or instrumentality created pursuant to Title
30-A, chapter 115 or 119 or aquasi-municipal corporation or special purpose district, including, but
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not limited to, a water district, sanitary district, hospital district, school district of any type, transit

district as defined in Title 30-A, section 3501, subsection 1 or regional transportation corporation

asdefined in Title 30-A, section 3501, subsection 2.

Emergency clause. Inview of the emergency cited in the preamble, this legislation takes effect
when approved.
