Sec. 1 Study. Resolved: That the Department of Health and Human Services and the Department
of Education shall, within existing resources, gather information pertaining to methods to establish and
fund after-school programsin communitiesthat currently do not have after-school programs. In gathering
this information the departments shall seek input from the Maine Afterschool Network and shall report
the results to the joint standing committee of the Legislature having jurisdiction over education and
cultural affairs by January 15, 2009. After receipt and review of the report, the joint standing committee
