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An Act To Amend the Authority of a Motor Vehicle Investigator

Beit enacted by the People of the State of Maine asfollows:

Sec. 1. 29-A MRSA 8152, sub-82, asamended by PL 2001, c. 361, &4, is further amended
to read:

2. Deputize agents, examiner sand investigator s. Appoint and deputize agents, examiners
and motor vehicle investigators, stationed at convenient places, to receive applications for registration
and licenses for the operation of vehicles, to conduct examinations and to perform assigned duties.

A motor vehicle investigator has the powers and duty to enforce all provisions of this Title and Title
17-A and all the laws of the State with the same powers that a sheriff has in a county. A motor vehicle
investigator is at al times subject to al other investigatory duties assigned by the Secretary of State.
