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An Act To Amend Survivors' Benefits
under the Workers' Compensation Laws

Beit enacted by the People of the State of Maine asfollows:

Sec. 1. 39-A MRSA 8215, asenacted by PL 1991, c. 885, Pt. A, 88 and affected by 8§89 to
11, isamended to read:

§ 215. Death benefits

1. Death of employee. If death results from the injury of an employee, the employer shall pay
or cause to be paid to the dependents of the employee who were wholly dependent upon the employee's
earnings for support at the time of theinjury, aweekly payment equal to 80% of the employee's after-tax
average weekly wage, but not more than the maximum benefit under section 211, for a period of 500
weeks from the date of death. If the employee leaves dependents only partially dependent upon the
employee's earnings for support at the time of injury, the employer shall pay weekly compensation equal
to the same proportion of the weekly payments for the benefit of persons wholly dependent, as 80%
of the amount contributed by the employee to such partial dependents bears to the annual earnings of
the deceased at the time of injury. If, at the expiration of the 500-week period, any wholly or partially
dependent person is less than 18 years of age, the employer shall continue to pay or cause to be paid the
weekly compensation until that person reaches the age of 18.

If a dependent spouse dies or becomes a dependent of another person, the payments must cease upon
the payment to the spouse of the balance of the compensation to which the spouse would otherwise have
been entitled but in no event to exceed the sum of $500.00. The remaining weeks of compensation, if
any, are payable to those persons either WhoI Iy or partlal ly dependent upon the empl oyee for support at
the empI oyees death. shal s

W 0n: When at the expl ration of the 500-Week
penod any WhoIIy or partia Iy dependent person is Iessthan 18 years of age, the employer shall continue
to pay or cause to be paid the weekly compensation, until that person reaches the age of 18. The payment
of compensation to any dependent child after the expiration of the 500-week period ceases when the
child reaches the age of 18 years, if at the age of 18 years the child is neither physically nor mentally
incapacitated from earning, or when the child reachesthe age of 16 years and thereafter is self-supporting
for 6 months. If the child ceases to be self-supporting thereafter, the dependency must be reinstated. As

long as any of the 500 weeks of compensation remain, that compensation is payable to the person either
wholly or partially dependent upon the deceased employeefor support at the time of the employee's death,
with the exception of a dependent spouse who becomes a dependent of another. If awholly dependent or
partially dependent child who reaches 18 years of ageis either physically or mentally incapacitated so as
to be unable to earn aliving as determined by the board, the payments must continue until such time as
the child either dies or is no longer physically or mentally incapacitated from earning.

2. Death of an injured employee. Thedeath of theinjured employee prior to the expiration of
the period within which the employee would receive weekly payments ends the disability and all liability
for the remainder of the payments that the employee would have received in case the employee had lived
Is terminated, but the employer is liable for the following death benefits in lieu of any further disability
indemnity.

A. If theinjury received by the employee was the proximate cause of the employee's death and the
deceased employee leaves dependents wholly or partially dependent on the empI oyee for support

this equal to the full amount that the dependents
would have been ent|tIed toreceive under subsectl on 1if theinjury had resulted in immediate death.
Benefits under this paragraph are payable in the same manner asif the injury resulted in immediate
death.

B. If an application for benefits has been filed but has not been decided by the board or is on appeal
and the employee dies from a cause unrelated to the employee's injury, the proceedings may be
continued in the name of the employee's personal representative. In such acase, any benefitsawarded
are payable up to time of death and must be paid to the same beneficiaries and in the same amounts
aswould have been payable if the employee had suffered a compensable injury resulting in death.

Sec. 2. Application. This Act appliesto claims filed on or after the effective date of this Act.
