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An Act To Provide County Commissioners with an
Enforcement Mechanism with Regard to Parking Ordinances

Beit enacted by the People of the State of Maine asfollows:

Sec. 1. 30-A MRSA 8121, sub-84, asamended by PL 1991, c. 733, 8§10, is further amended
to read:

4. Parking areas. The county commissioners may lay out parking areas on county lands near
county buildings and may enact ordinances for the reasonable use of those areas and enforce them by
suitable penalties. Any violation of these ordinancesisacivil violation.

The county commissioners may authorize a sheriff’s deputy, certified by the Maine Criminal Justice
Academy under Title 25, section 2803-A, subsection 8, to represent the county in District Court in
the prosecution of alleged violations of unpaid penalties pursuant to an ordinance enacted under this
subsection. The county commissioners may delegate to the county's sheriff their power under this
subsection to authorize sheriff’s deputies to represent the county.

County public parking areas are subject to any applicable requirements of the Maine Human Rights Act,
Title 5, chapter 337, subchapter V5.
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
