Resolved: That the Department of Conservation shall report the findings and
recommendations of the study by the stakeholders group convened pursuant to section 1 and may submit
proposed legislation to the Joint Standing Committee on Inland Fisheries and Wildlife no later than
December 5, 2007. The Joint Standing Committee on Inland Fisheriesand Wildlifemay submit legislation
related to that report to the Second Regular Session of the 123rd Legislature.
